Registration Procedures  

1) Submit an e-mail to bulldogbhangra@gmail.com indicating your intent to officially register. Please use the subject heading, “BULLDOG BHANGRA REGISTRATION INTENT.”

2) Submit a 3-5 minute video of your Bhangra team. This can be of any performance or practice, but must include the dancers who would perform at Bulldog Bhangra. Videos may be submitted on VHS or DVD or via email/ YouTube links. Only send video of performers that will be coming.  Do not send old videos that do not include new members
3) Complete and submit the attached registration form either electronically or as a hard copy.

4) Exhibition performers must go through the same registration procedures. 
We encourage the use of electronic submission so that we can expedite the registration process. If hard copies are being submitted, please consider priority mail or shipping services so that registration materials arrive in a timely manner. Rules and Regulations

The team captain must read this page, re-type it in an email or hard copy format, and submit it to: bulldogbhangra@gmail.com.  If you are sending the registration form via mail, please initial each page and sign the last page.

If you are sending this registration form via email, please retype the following:

I, [insert your name], confirm that I am the team captain for the [insert name of team].  This email is my authentication that the following statements are true and that I understand the following:

I. I will not institute any suit or action of law against Bulldog Bhangra Competition, California State University, Fresno, or Affiliated Organization, nor institute, prosecute or in anyway aid the prosecution of any claim, demand, action, or cause of action for damages, costs, loss of service, expenses or compensation for or on account of any and all known and unknown, foreseen and unforeseen bodily and personal injuries, damage to property, and the consequences thereof, resulting from my participation in Bulldog Bhangra competition.

II. I understand that in the event a lawsuit is instated, the lawsuit will be settled in the state of California, subject to arbitration.

III. I hereby agree to abide by and obey all the rules and regulations of “Bulldog Bhangra” competition, as stated below. 

IV. I accept the responsibility of the actions of my team members while at the official hotel, during rehearsal, during the show, and other activities associated with the competition weekend.

V. I confirm the team members listed on the registration sheet are the same members that will be participating in the show.  If any of the members withdraw from the competition, or new ones are added, I will send the updated roster to bulldogbhangra@gmail.com in a timely manner.

VI. As the team captain, I will ensure that all members of my team will adhere to the guidelines, deadlines, and rules and regulations for the Bulldog Bhangra competition.  

VII. I understand that if at anytime during the competition, be it before, during, or immediately after the show, a team member violates any rules, that member will be asked to leave immediately, regardless of whether or not he or she has performed.  The team must perform without this individual.  

VIII. I understand that if my team is coming to Fresno, CA from a country outside the United States, it is my responsibility to obtain proper visas.

IX. I understand that the Bulldog Bhangra organizational committee has the right to deduct points from my team’s score, disqualify my team, or revoke prizes if the following rules and regulations are not adhered to:

1. Bulldog Bhangra is a professional and an intercollegiate Bhangra competition. Teams are NOT required to be students at the same University or College.
2. A minimum of eight (8) and no more than sixteen (16) people may perform on a team. A person may only dance for one team.

3. Ten (10) teams will be competing in the competition. Bulldog Bhangra will be performing as a non-competitive exhibition item. The top three (3) teams will be awarded.

4. Only one assistant/manager will be allowed per team. Please include this name on the registration form and indicate their role. An additional registration fee of $25 will be required for this person. 
5. Dances may NOT be longer than 10 minutes.  Do not ask the committee for extensions with the time limit.  There are specific reasons why this time limit is set to a maximum of 10 minutes.  If any team goes over the allotted 10 minutes, points will be deducted from the team’s overall score and if the team goes over by more than 60 seconds, the team will be automatically disqualified.

6. Oversized props will be permitted on stage, as long as they do not require more than 2 minutes to set-up.  If a team spends more than 2 minutes setting up, points will be heavily deducted from the overall score for “delay of show.”

7. Glitter, confetti, or any other items that will require clean up are strictly prohibited.  Any team finding to use any of these may be disqualified and heavy point deductions will be made.  Bulldog Bhangra Committee will review the official video and reserves the right to revoke any prizes of teams that violate this rule.

8. No kirpans or other hazardous props may be used.  Each team MUST submit a prop request as soon as possible to ensure the prop may be used during the show.  There is no guarantee that your prop will be permitted on-stage, so you MUST get prior approval.

9. On the morning of the show, each person must display one form of ID for check-in and entry into the auditorium.  Copies of the song/ and light cues will be taken at rehearsals.
10. The use of powder, glitter, pyrotechnics, or any props that could affect the surface of the stage is strictly prohibited by the venue. Teams that violate this rule will have to face the financial penalties set forth by the venue.

11. The consumption of alcohol or any illegal substance is prohibited within the vicinity of the auditorium. There will be a zero tolerance policy in this regard, with disqualification being a potential consequence.

Submission of registration materials to the Bulldog Bhangra committee implies your team’s accordance with the rules of the competition.

Judging Criteria & Procedures:
The following is an abridged outline of the judging criteria, which will be used to rank the teams in the competition. Point values for each category are noted within parentheses. The total score will be out of 100 points.

a. Opening (5)

How your team initially presents itself on stage
b. Traditionalism (20)

How traditional are your Bhangra moves, costumes, music?
c. Originality, Innovation, Creativity (10)

Did the performance incorporate something that has not been done before? Were the sequences original or might they have been taken from others?

d. Choreography (20)



Formations should be precise, clear, easy to recognize, with smooth transitions.  Formations of greater difficulty and complexity will receive greater points.  Transitions between formations should be smooth and orderly; teams should not ‘run’ into position.

e. Overall Presentation (20)

How much energy and intensity is the dance performed with? How do the performers look when they are dancing? What are their facial expressions like?

f. Execution (20)

How well is the team synchronized? If there are instruments, how well were they played? If there are singers, how well did they sing? Were stunts and moves performed smoothly? Were props moved on and off stage properly? Did a team pay attention to details?

g. Closing (5)

What kind of lasting final impression did the performance leave?

Total Possible Points: 100

(a) Deductions/Penalties

Each team may also lose points because of the following reasons.  Depending on the severity of the penalty, teams may be disqualified.

1. Failure to be back in the auditorium at the given time

2. Failure to be present at Dress Rehearsal

3. Failure to check-in or late for check-in

4. Failure to set up on-stage within 2 minutes

5. Failure to submit music, and lighting cues during rehearsals

6. Using unauthorized recording device during the show

7. Submitting Materials Late

8. Attitude toward other teams, or management
9. Dance exceeding 8 minutes

10. Use of glitter, confetti, or other items that must be cleaned after the performance

11. Delay of show

Three to Five individuals will be selected by the Bulldog Bhangra committee to serve as judges for the competition.  Each judge will rank the teams based on their total scores. The judges’ score will then be averaged, and the teams with the best averaged scores will be declared the winners.  Also taken into place will be judges overall ranking, in case for ties.

Prizes: 

1st Place - $3000.00
2nd Place – $2000.00
3rd Place - $1000.00
